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How to Assemble  
the Flipbook 

If you have a long reach stapler, staple one or two 

staples into the crease to help hold the pages in 

place. 

Print out the 4 pages for the flipbook.  

Copy the pages double-sided like this: 

Copy these two pages back-to-back. Copy these two pages back-to-back, 

but the THE  page is upside down. 

Lay down one sheet of 

each double-sided page 

staggered like this.  

The AMERICAN sheet is on 

top of the FLAG sheet. 

Take your left hand and 

fold both pages over 

from the left side to 

center until they line up 

like this.  Then crease the 

page.  YOU’RE DONE!!
